Using Dynamic PickLists
This folder contains sample code that demonstrates how to implement dynamic picklists on a custom entity. It creates a custom entity named “Dynamic Picklist Test” that contains Industry and Sub-Industry picklist fields. When a value for Industry is selected, the values in the Sub-Industry picklist field are filtered. If there are no sub-industries for an industry, the Sub-Industry field is disabled.
Important Notes

The sample files are not intended to be used in a production environment without prior testing. You should deploy this sample to a test environment and examine it for interaction or interference with other parts of the system. 

Before deploying this sample to a production environment, make sure that you consider the existing processes you may have implemented in Microsoft CRM 3.0.

Folder Contents

The DynamicPicklist sample folder contains the following files: 

· form_onload.js, which contains the script for the form onload event.
· industry_onchange.js, which contains the script for the onchange event for the Industry field.
· dynamic_picklist_entity.xml, which is the customization file that adds the custom fields and the script contained in the JavaScript files when it is imported.
· Readme.doc, which includes a list of the folder contents and installation instructions.

Installation Instructions

Before installation, it is recommended that you do the following:
· Back up your Microsoft CRM 3.0 server database.
· Export your customizations.
Import customizations

1. Open the Microsoft CRM 3.0 application in Internet Explorer.
2. Log in as a user that has permissions to perform system customizations.

3. In the Navigation Pane, click Settings, click Customization, and then click Import Customizations.

4. Click Browse.

5. Select the provided dynamic_picklist_entity.xml file and click OK.

6. Click Upload.

7. When the file upload is complete, click Import All Customizations.
Publish customizations

8. Open the Microsoft CRM 3.0 application in Internet Explorer.

9. Log in as a user that has permissions to perform system customizations.

10. In the Navigation Pane, click Settings, click Customization, and then click Customize Entities.
11. Double-click Dynamic Picklist Test to open the entity form.
12. Select the Workplace checkbox, so that this entity will show up in the root of the application after it is published.

13. On the File menu, click Save.
14. On the Actions menu, click Publish.

15. Close the window.
16. Refresh Internet Explorer by pressing F5.
Test the customizations
You can test the customizations in Microsoft CRM 3.0 by navigating to the home page and opening a new Dynamic Picklist Test form. Change the value of the Industry field and note the changes to the Sub-Industry field values and state.
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
