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ISA Export Import Script

This script is an extension of the export import script that ships with the ISA Server RTM.  The script on the CD only covers protocol defintions, client and destination sets.

This script extends the script to include:

1. Site and Content Rules

2. Protocol Rules

3. Web Publishing Rules

4. Server Publishing Rules

5. Routing Rules

6. Listeners

7. Most Proxy Settings

8. Packet Filters

This script DOES NOT support import into Enterprise Policies...it only is good for exporting settings from a standalone ISA server and importing it back into the same ISA server or in another ISA server.  It is great for managing multiple standalone ISA servers that are not in an array.  In addition it is great for backing up ISA settings.

This script also fixes an enumeration bug on the original script that shipped on the CD.

Instructions for use:

..to export Standalone ISA settings:

Copy this script to the ISA server you would like to export settings from.

Make sure the logged in user has admin rights to the server and write permissions to the folder where the script is located.

Run the script by double-clicking on it.

Choose "y" for any settings that you would like to export and "n" if you would like the skip the settings.

Once you are done, the script creates an import script that can be run on any Standalone ISA server.

..to import settings to a Standalone ISA:

Copy the script to the target server.

Run the script by double-clicking

This will import the settings to the target ISA server.

USE THIS SCRIPT AT YOUR OWN RISK.  EVEN THOUGH WE HAVE BEEN USING IT ON OUR PROJECT, IT IS NOT FULLY TESTED.
