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1. DESCRIPTION

1.1 System Requirements for Microsoft Office 2000 SP-2
--------------------------------------------------------- 

To run the SP-2 update, you need adequate space on the computer hard disk to store the compressed files, temporary files, and updated Office files. The expanded and temporary files are placed in a Windows temporary folder and are removed after the update is complete. 

The size of the update depends on whether you're running a single application or the entire Office 2000 SR-1 Premium CD1. 

The table below indicates the size of the SP-2 Standard Update (sp2upd.exe).

Before you install this update, you should make sure that you are currently using the 2000 SR-1 versions of the application. If you are not sure, run the application (Excel 2000 SR-1 for example), select the Help menu, and then click About Microsoft Excel 2000.

Office 2000 SP-2 will patch successfully even if you have already installed one or more of the publicly available updates listed below in the “Microsoft Office 2000 SP-2 Content section”.

1.2 Microsoft Office 2000 SP-2 Content

-------------------------------------

Office 2000 SP-2 is a non-critical update aimed at corporate customers that provides the latest product updates to Office 2000 SR-1. Office 2000 SP-2 contains updates that are already publicly available as individual updates on Office Update. 

Office 2000 SP-2 is a non critical-update. As such, it will not be a prerequisite for possible future Office 2000 updates. Having Office 2000 SR-1 will remain the prerequisite for the installation of future Office 2000 updates.

The Office 2000 SP-2 Standard Update contains a set of .msp files each aimed at updating specific sections of Office 2000. Together, they act as a single msp file. During installation, the msp files are loaded sequentially; therefore, the installation progress dialog will display once for each msp installed. This is an expected behavior. 

After all the necessary msp files are installed, the sp2upd.exe informs the user that the installation has completed successfully.

2. INSTALLING MICROSOFT OFFICE 2000 SP-2

2.1 Before You Install

----------------------

Before you install this update, you should make sure that you are currently using the 2000 SR-1 versions of all the Office applications that are installed on your machine. To determine which version of Office 2000 is currently installed on your computer, please follow these steps:

- In Windows, open the Control Panel

- Open Add/Remove Programs

- Check if all Microsoft Office 2000 installed applications display SR-1 

- If “SR-1” is not displayed, you need to install the SR-1a Update.

- If “SR-1” is displayed, then SR-1 or SR-1a is installed on your computer, and you only need to install SP-2.  

Also, it is recommended that you shut down all running programs before you begin the installation.

sp2upd.exe

To run the update without any dialog display, use the quiet mode option. Type the following at a command prompt in the location where the update is stored:

sp2upd.exe /q

3.1 Cdo.dll Is Not Updated if Installed by an Application Other than Office 2000

Office 2000 SP-2 will update the cdo.dll file only if cdo.dll was installed as part of Office 2000 installation. The file will not be updated if it was installed by another application (i.e. Outlook 98 or Exchange Server). If the file was updated by an application other than Office 2000, please go to http://office.microsoft.com/2000/downloaddetails/Cdo2k.htm and install the cdoupdt.exe from that location.
