pr - prepare file(s) for printing





SYNOPSIS


pr [-] [ -ahprt ] [ -ck ] [ -ek ] [ -m string ] [ -ln ] [ -nk ] [ -ok ] [ -wk] [ file ... ]





DESCRIPTION


pr prepares one or more files for printing.  By default, the output is separated into pages headed by a date, the name of the file, and the page number.  pr prints its standard input if there are no file arguments.  Formfeed characters in the input files cause page breaks in the output, as expected.





OPTIONS


Options apply to all following files:


-	Print from the standard input.


-a	Send output directly to printer (DOS only)


-h	Display a short help message.


-p	Pause before beginning each page (after the first) if the output is directed to a terminal.  pr will ring the bell at the terminal and wait for a RETURN.


-r	Do not print error messages if a file cannot be opened.


-t	Prepare the output as two-column landscape for a H-P LaserJet printer.  This option sets the page length to 66 lines, forces wrapping at 80 columns, and disables pausing (p switch).  On DOS, this option also causes the output to be sent directly to the printer port.


-ck	Clip lines at k character positions.  If k is 0 or is omitted, k will default to 72.


-ek	Expand TAB characters to k character positions.  If k is 0 or is omitted, k will default to 8.  Without -e, TAB characters are not expanded, but are printed literally (default).


-m string	Use string, instead of the file name, in the page header.  string must be quoted if it contains spaces.


-ln	Take the length of the page to be n lines instead of the default 66.


-nk	Provide k-digit line numbering.  If k is 0 or is omitted, k will default to 5.  The number occupies the first k+2 character positions of each line of output, as each number is followed by a colon (:) and a space character.  Wrapped lines are not numbered, but are offset the same amount as numbered lines.


-ok	Offset each line by k character positions, including the page header lines.  Wrapped lines are also offset.


-wk	Wrap lines at k character positions.  If k is 0 or is omitted, k will default to 72.





EXAMPLES


Print pr.c with four-column tabs, wrapping at column 60:


	pr -e4 -w60 pr.c





Print ralph on screen, pausing every 24 lines:


	pr -p -l24 ralph





Print windows.h two-up on the HP LaserJet, with a special message:


	pr -t -m "This could happento you." windows.h





Print all .h files with eight-column tabs, clipping at column 72:


	pr -e -c *.h
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
