Issue

The Windows Thin Host contains an expiration date of December 15, 2004.

Resolution

A update has been created that will allow the Windows Thin Host to work after December 15, 2004.
To apply update:


1. On host machine, shut down any running pcAnywhere host and close the main program.

2. In the main pcAnywhere directory, locate the thost.exe file and rename it. (thost.exe.BAK) 

3. Place the new thost.exe file into the main pcAnywhere directory.

4. Launch the pcAnywhere application, go to "Quick Deploy and Connect", and launch the Windows Thin Host Wizard by clicking on Configure for Windows".

5. Configure a thin host and deploy to the target machine. 

Known Issues:
In the event that a thin host containing the expiration date has been manually launched locally from the target machine, the temp folder containing the thin host will need to be deleted before a new thin host can be deployed.
To Delete thin host temp folder:

1. Browse to the Temp directory on the c:\ drive of the target machine.

2. In the Temp directory locate and delete the temp folder.

This update is designed for pcAnywhere 11.5 and is not compatible with any other release of pcAnywhere.
